Work is subject to general supervision,
except activities concerned with actual care of residents, which are performed under direct supervision by the
Registered Professional Nurse in charge.

e Assists professional nursing personnel in carrying out assigned range of motion, promotion, or self-help and
independence activities and reality orientation;

e Assembles information concerning the patients and/or residents condition and enters reports on the patient and/or
residents records;

e Clean and sterilizes equipment;

e Labels and stores patients and/or residents clothes and turns over valuables to person designated by the facility;

e  May assist with care and moving of room furniture, fixtures, and supplies to help keep patients and/or residents safe
and comfortable.
